New Chapter for Bolivia 

Bolivia has entered a new political chapter following the 2025 national 
election. The initial results did not have a sufficient majority to           
determine a leader, so a runoff election was held later between the      
two front-runners. For the first time in nearly two decades, leadership 
shifted away from the Movement Toward Socialism (MAS) party,    
electing Rodrigo Paz Pereira of the Christian Democratic Party as    
president. 
Several months into the new administration, political division remains 
high and economic instability continues to motivate protests. Gas      
prices have nearly doubled, while inflation has affected most goods    
and services. The shift of power was immediately evident with the      
release   of former interim president Jeanine Áñez from prison, while 
outgoing president Luis Arce has been detained as part of ongoing     
legal proceedings. These developments reflect the country’s complex 
and changing context, and continue to underscore the need for            
justice, transparency, and reconciliation.
